WARE Prep Academy of Atlanta, Inc. is a 501 c 3 non-profit, faith-based educational 

organization that was established in 2001.  The initial purpose was to provide students 

that did not complete high school with a second chance to secure a high school diploma 

and further their education.  Over the years, WARE Prep Academy has grown to offer 

courses for high school graduates that desire to increase their prospects for entry into, and 

success in, college as well.  Although it has expanded its focus, WPAA continues to offer 

students a bridge program enabling them to complete deficient coursework in order to 

secure a high school diploma via a classroom setting.   

 



WARE Prep Academy devises curricula suited to the needs of each student. Our aim is to 

assist the student in earning their high school diploma and/or preparing for higher 

education. Curricula consist of 9th-12th grade, post-graduate, and advanced placement 

subjects.  Our program offers core subjects and tutoring as well as ACT and SAT 

preparation classes. In addition to regular classroom studies, we also offer an independent 

study option.  We hope to open our doors to a foreign student exchange program with 

Africa, Korea, and Mexico in the future.  WPAA is accredited annually by the Georgia 

Accreditation Commission (GAC).   

 

In terms of athletics, WARE Prep Academy currently offers four men’s programs: high 

school football, high school basketball, post-graduate football, and post-graduate 

basketball. Our future athletic programs will consist of women’s sports, such as 

basketball and volleyball, and men’s and women’s soccer.  We are in the process of 

obtaining National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) certification.
